SB77 is now Act 33
The Arkansas senate approved measure SB77 and it is now Act 33.  The act concerns aggravated cruelty to animals and under the new laws a first offense would be punishable by up to six years in prison and a $10,000 fine, with five years tacked on if a child is present in an act of animal torture. Arkansas is starting to take many strides in the humane arena, two PAWS up to the Arkansas Senate!

Ordinance Bans Chaining Out Dogs

Jonesboro, Arkansas City Council approved an ordinance in March to ban the chaining and tethering of dogs.  Wanda Turner, Director of NE Arkansans for Animals, pushed for the new restriction on the premise that tethered dogs are at risk at hurting themselves as well as becoming aggressive and dangerous to humans. The ordinance also requires outdoor pens be 25 feet or more away from a neighboring residence and be at least 75 square feet for each dog over 20 pounds.  Although there were a few opponents to the clause Mayor Harold Perrin said further revisions could be considered later if need be.  Jonesboro is making strides, let’s hope Paragould is next!
