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Senate Approves Stricter
Animal Cruelty Bill

The Arkansas senate voted 34-0 to make aggravated animal cruelty a felony on the first offense.  The measure, SB77, has fifty one co-sponsors in the House and appears headed for approval by Governor Mike Beebe.  PAWS helped raise over a thousand signatures years ago after a similar bill died when the Arkansas Farm Bureaus and the Humane Society of the United States could not meet a compromise on how to make the law tougher.  However Attorney General Dustin McDaniel negotiated a compromise on behalf of both parties.

Previously AR 5-62-101 Cruelty to Animals was a Class A Misdemeanor punishable with up to a $1000 fine and a year in prison.  Under the new proposed animal cruelty law a first offense would be punishable by up to six years in prison and a $10,000 fine, with five years tacked on if a child is present in an act of animal torture. Many humane organizations are cheering as Arkansas has made mighty strides in the animal welfare sector this year, it’s about time Arkansas, TWO MIGHTY PAWS UP to Governor Beebe to approve this important bill for our states animals!
Spay it Forward!
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Linda Dickinson of Dickinson & Associates gave the first donation to promote PAWS “Spay it Forward” to Linda Morris and her grandson.  “Spay it Forward” is a program that loans money for spaying & neutering companion pets.

Ask PAWS volunteers why the new program “Spay it Forward” is so important and they will tell you that an unsterilized pair of cats or dogs will produce half a million offspring in just four years.  These offspring eventually end up at local animal shelters like PAWS and their simply are not enough homes for them all.
  
To help curb the animal overpopulation problem “Spay it Forward” was created by PAWS volunteer Susan Boyd and loans money to persons to have their pet altered.  Boyd says “many people want to practice responsible pet ownership but sometimes cannot afford the procedure without paying it out, this is where the “Spay it Forward” program can help.”  Boyd says her work through the “Henry Wrinkles Foundation” under PAWS also implements humane education programs in the local classrooms and spay/neuter awareness programs throughout Greene County to help end the cycle of unwanted litters.

Here’s how the program works:
Anyone interested can call the shelter and request an application for “Spay It Forward”.  Once the application is received an agreement is signed and a non-interest loan will be provided to the pet owner to cover the procedure.  As the money is paid back to PAWS it will be loaned to another pet owner in need to sterilize his or her pet, thus keeping the project “Spaying it Forward”.  Loans can also be given in conjunction to persons who qualify for the “PAWS Discount Spay/Neuter Program” which gives discounted spaying and neutering to low-income, disabled and elderly residents that qualify.

Since being founded in 1998, the PAWS shelter has placed over three thousand animals into loving homes and has provided a safe-haven for homeless pets.  The shelter has set hours of operation open to the public and boasts a clean facility with healthy animals for adoption.
