National Animal Shelter Appreciation Week celebrated in November

The first week of November was “National Animal Shelter Appreciation Week” and PAWS President and volunteer Laura Wood says “there are many ways you can help your local animal shelter, a few ideas given by the Humane Society of the United States are:
* Lend a hand. Volunteer your time at your local shelter. Bathe and groom the animals, walk dogs, or play with cats. Stuff envelopes for a mailing. Help publicize an event.

* Give a little bit. Donate food, old blankets and towels, or other needed supplies.  Contribute to one of its special programs.

* Find that special someone. Choose your next pet from your local shelter, which has many wonderful dogs, cats and other species of different shapes and sizes just waiting for a permanent, loving home.

* Help spread the word. Tell your friends about your local shelter's services. Promote animal safety and responsible pet ownership. Celebrate National Animal Shelter Appreciation Week the first full week of November.

* Be a responsible pet owner. Keep current identification on your dog or cat at all times. Spay or neuter your pet. Always keep your dog or cat properly confined or supervised. In addition to the basics-food, water, shelter, and veterinary care-give your pet lots of love and attention.

* Vote for the animals. Support legislation to protect animals. Contact government officials about animal issues and urge them to support pro-animal legislation.

* Be a hero. Report animal cruelty and neglect as well as injured or stray animals. You may prevent suffering and even save a life.

* Teach your children well. Instruct children in how to care for animals properly and how to treat them with kindness. Set an example by doing the same.

Wood says “if you are not familiar with your local animal shelter, PAWS, we are a non-profit 501(c)(3) humane society that was founded in 1998.  Since our shelter doors opened PAWS has placed over four thousand homeless dogs and cats into permanent homes.  PAWS adoption rate is in line and in some months higher than the national average as stated by the animal sheltering authority, the Humane Society of the United States.”  Wood continues “but some people think all animals that enter animal shelters get adopted, and that is simply not true.  Pets are a life-long commitment but if you need to re-home your own pet the animal shelter should be the last resort as of over $7 million companion animals are euthanized nationwide each year because there simply are not enough homes for them all.”  PAWS practices the “Seven Basic Policies of Every Animal Shelter” and strives to never turn any animal away.  (For more information on the Seven Basic Policies as described by the Humane Society of the United States visit www.hsus.org.)  
Wood says “Because there is an animal overpopulation crisis we strive to be more than just an animal shelter, we help find solutions to the animal overpopulation problem and offer a discount spay/neuter program to low-income, elderly and disabled residents of Greene County.  This program has distributed hundreds of vouchers to Greene County residents and curbed the animal overpopulation by the thousands.  If everyone would spay and neuter, animal shelters like PAWS would not even need to exist.”  Wood says “Our discount spay/neuter  program is only available because local veterinary clinics like Veterinary Healthcare Clinic & Hilltop Vet Clinic give back to the community and provide the services at a discounted rate to qualifying applicants.”  Wood continues “We also provide strong humane education with “Henry Wrinkles” and his “PAWS Up for Learning”  program and “Spay it Forward”, which loans money to citizens to alter their pets then when the money is paid back it is loaned back to someone else.  Both programs were recently given grants by the Endowment Foundation of Greene County.”  Wood continues “PAWS has been recognized in the community for over a decade for strong animal placement and for our viable community programs and we appreciate the continued support.”  
The PAWS shelter has set hours of operation and is open to the public Monday thru Friday from noon until 6 p.m. and Saturday from 11 a.m. till 5 p.m.  If you are interested in adopting a pet call (870) 240-0997 or see pets available on the web at www.pawsparagould.org. Tax-deductible donations may be mailed to  PAWS P.O. Box 1140 Paragould AR  72451. The PAWS shelter is located at 1103 East Kingshighway,  just ½ mile east of the overpass.  All donations are tax-deductible.  
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Dr. Laura Dacus Daniels, DVM performs spays and neuters in the PAWS in-house surgical unit.  The unit saves the cost of transporting animals to veterinary clinics and minimizes stress on the shelter pets.  All PAWS pets are fixed to stop the animal overpopulation crisis!
